 Wind Turbines 

o 100’ turbine 
 200K 
 Requires very significant foundation 
 Needs strong wind to turn  
 Very noisy 

o Smaller 30 turbine 
 $9000 plus installation 
 5kwhr 

o Public works department uses what energy it needs then if there is extra it is bought by the power 
grid
